| The DVWS must achieve a 45% reduction compared to 2013 consumption
|under the approved CCWD Drought Management Ordinance

lOrdinance and conservation measures took effect May 1st, 2015

‘Cost increase of 13% for untreated irrigation water ($0.50 per 1000 gallons) I

Water consumption in excess of 2013 use will cost double the regular charge
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2015 Conservation Results

Several water main breaks required repair resulting in brief intermittent system
shutdowns

Extremely warm temperature in late May resulted in large algae bloom in
canal leading to clogged intake screen at pumphouse and fluctuating system
pressure

Rebuilt pumphouse manifold and pressure tank performing well
